Tour of the Collections
Scripps Institution of Oceanography

Thursday December 14th 6:30 - 8:00

Have you ever seen a giant Squid?  How about a bongo trawl? Ever wonder what lurks WAY down below you?

Well, wonder no more. On December 14th there will be a free tour of the items that Scripps Institution of Oceanography has
been collecting for about the past 120 years. The collection is the largest University held collection of its kind and comprises 5
separate collections.

Pelagic Vertebrates is the fish collection and has examples of marine fishes from most of the oceans and depths.

Pelagic Invertebrates has krill, squids, octopi, salps and other bizarre and beautiful free swimming organisms.

Benthic Invertebrates has crabs, tunicates, sponges and other bottom dwellers.

Cored Samples has samples of the ocean bottom used to study what the ocean (and the land) were like thousands and millions
of years ago. There is a core that has debris from the impact of the asteroid believed to have wiped out the dinosaurs!

Dredged Samples has rocks from the ocean floor used to study how the earth recycles itself through plate tectonics, vulcanism,
and upwellings

These collections are not normally open to the public and are used as academic resources by students and researchers.
There is no charge for the tour, but you must RSVP in order to attend. Further information such as directions and parking
information will be sent upon your reply.
