I have, in the past, used this column to address the topic of dive safety and 

with the beginning of our summer diving season I thought I would revisit 

the issue.  Every month in Scuba Diving magazine there is an article titled 

ñTrainingò which describes an unfortunate diving accident usually ending 

with a diverôs death.  The word accident is a poor description of the incident 

since in every instance the unfortunate outcome could have been avoided by 

following the simple and easy diving procedures each of us was taught in 

our various training classes.  Recreational scuba diving, as a sport, is 

extremely safe due to the extensive research done over the past century.  

Those efforts have culminated in the training systems of today and for the 

vast majority of divers, the system works.  We hear of scuba diving injuries 

and deaths from various sources, but in terms of the total number of divers 

and dives made, the number of these incidents is very small.  I donôt recall 

any of our club members ever becoming a statistic.  This is the best 

testament there could be to the effectiveness of all current scuba training 

systems.  Ego, complacency, and risk taking can not of course be controlled 

by any training system.  We each must deal with these on our own and this 

is where proper use of brain cells rules the day.  Diving within oneôs 

personal physical and mental limits along with adherence to dive training is 

not only responsible diving but ensures the ability to enjoy diving and all the 

various aspects of life another day.  So use those brain cells, stick around, 

enjoy life, and drive your adult children insane.

The camping cabins at Two Harbors have once again been reserved for Halloween weekend.  This is a great weekend to 

get away and enjoy the local horrors at Two Harbors.  The haunted house at the old skinning shed, the ghosts of Banning 

House, spirits of ship rock, and the horrors of watching a screaming Lobster being dropped into boiling water and then 

drowned in butter.
